Last Week’s Program:  

Phyllis Tellor - Dutiful  &  Dedicated   
       

Our Rotary Club roasted Phyllis on this special occasion. Phyllis 
came to Pinellas Park with her parents, Paul & Elizabeth Tellor in 
the 1950õs when Park Blvd was a 2-lane dirt road and there was no 

US Hwy 19. People came up to Pinellas Park 
by way of Haines Rd. The family invested in 
land and real estate. Many of us met Phyllis 
for the first time in the õ60õs and we had lots of things in common - 
European Heritage - Great Work Ethics - Bricks & mortar - 
Rotary Ideals. Phyllis and her mom started Boulevard Fashions in 
1965. Phyllis joined the Pinellas Park Rotary Club in the 1970õs and 
we all got to know the òrealó Phyllis Tellor. She NEVER fails to 
return a phone call. If you shake her hand 

on a òdealó that is IT! She has always told the truth. She is always 
on time or called to explain why not. She has always looked after 
other people, especially her parents, which is why she took a 
leave of absence from Rotary to care for her father, Paul, when he 
was gravely ill. She took care of him òPhyllisõ way - Dedicated 
and Dutiful  - staying with him 24 hours a day, checking out each 
medicine and each doctor whether in St Pete, the Mayo Clinic in 
Jacksonville or any other center that would give him the best of 
care. After he passed, she returned to our club, active as ever.  Several years later, Phyllis 
put her life & Rotary on hold again to take the same loving care of her mom in her final 
years - 24 hrs a day, 7 days a week until Elizabeth passed away. We kept in touch with 
Phyllis during these trying times and we became her true friends (sometimes advisors) as 
she was to us. After the grieving part of her life was over, we, the Pinellas Park Rotarians, 
advised her to get back where she belonged - as a Pinellas Park ROTARIAN and boy did 

she get back involved with even more enthusiasm than 
ever!
